It is intended
as an aide to understanding how the pattern works.

When actually working the short row pattern, | find Laura's written instructions quicker
to follow!
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These numbers represent the number of stitches in each column of the pattern.
Variations are due to differences in the numbers of short rows in the pattern
repeats at the start and end of row 10.
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KEY

. = no stitch = row number = wrap and tumn III = Knit on the right side / Purl = row continues
on the wrong side | here
PATTERN REPEAT (14) +1

repeat () as necessary for desired width
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
